¥ Baby sessions
Children’s centres run a range of groups for babies and their parents and carers. Look out for Baby
Explorers or Baby Bounce and Rhyme sessions in centres near you.

&> Stay and Play sessions
Come along and enjoy playtime with your child, meet some other parents, and pick up tips on how
to support your child’s learning and development.

® Communication and Language groups
Online Chattertime and face to face group sessions in the Children’s Centres to support your child’s
communication and language development is available for families across the borough.

& Parenting support

Being a parent isn’t easy, and it’s normal to need some help along the way. Lambeth’s Parenting
Support Service helps families to access the right support for them, whether this be taking part

in a parenting course, completing a virtual programme online or accessing a one to one service.
All the support offered is ‘evidenced-based’, which means it has been proven to make a difference
for families.

¢ Making it REAL (Raising Early Achievement in Literacy)
Over a series of one to one contacts or face to face, you will gain lots of skills in how best to support
your child's early communication and language development.

to get information and ask any questions about your child’s health, growth, development and
immunisations. You can also find out if you can get Healthy Start vouchers to use for free fruit,
vegetables and milk, or find out about the free Vitamin D scheme.
